LUSTRE AND GLAZE

indeed a very fortunate group. Not only do
we have the considerable advantage of
using the TAFE purpose built ceramics
facility, thanks to Phil Greed, but because of
the confidence that arrangement affords us,
we are able to invite the top quality workshop
instruction that we have come to enjoy.

The October Claymakers workshop was
the cherry on the cake for 2011.

Greg Daly is a world renowned ceramicist
lauded for his beautiful lustre glazes and he is
engaged at the present time in publishing a
book on the history and alchemy of these
glazes. Workshop participants were guided
through the intriguing processes of various
lustre methods, pigment, smoked, Arabian,
resin, and glaze in glaze lustre. The four
main lustre techniques can be used in con-
junction with each other to create further
effects.

Greg says fAnGlaze is a jo
real adventure! Complete with highs and lows
filled with excitement, challenges, mysteries,

alchemy, discoveries and

Gregbs approach to gl azes gc¢
discovery, and his advice is to carefully record the
adventure to make sense to ourselves, and those with
whom we share it, of what we have seen and
experienced along the way. Pre conceived ideas of
what a glaze should be and what should go into a
glaze recipe limit the possibilities of glaze develop-
ment, Greg suggests. He stressed the importance of
keeping good records of glaze tests i the firing and
outcomes. Have a system and include as much
information as possible. Note the materials used -
which feldspar, flux etc, application, firing tempera-
tures, start and time of reduction if used. Try an oxide
stroke to gauge future colour developments.
Sieve materials, especially if sitting around for some
time, Greg uses a 300 mesh sieve. Adding dry
ingredients to water means less dust, less lumps, and
if left to slake for a few minutes before adding more
water will mix easily. For test glazes varying t
thicknesses are applied so start with a thinner mix.
The first coat thin, the second strip will be the normal
1-2mm and the third thick 2-3mm depth. Start testing
with an adequate number of good sized tiles and write
as much information as you can on them for better
information results. Try material line blends and glaze
triaxial blends.

Participants were urged to try planned colour blends by
incorporating more than one oxide into a base glaze to
give broad diverse results, this a way of discovering
how some oxides modify the colour of others. Greg
set up a colour blend based on 28 tiles, if two sets are
prepared, one set oxidised and one set reduced, there
will be 336 pieces of information from this test for an
hour s wor k!

Attendees were delighted with the learning experience

of the weekend and with Gre
and his easy manner and approachability, no question

was ignored or seemed to be too trivial. A very
satisfying weekend shared in good company.

Gr e g 6 s Fot extia &iln shelf protection sprinkle alu-
mina over shelf also add a little to wax for rims and
bases. Before dipping give the glaze a quick stir, to
avoid the thin layer of water on the surface.
